Description:  PSC Ambassadors work with high school students, transfer students, 
and other visitors to the College who are interested in learning more about PSC.

Duties:  Ambassadors will have two assigned hours per week in the Office of 
Admissions in which they will report to the office for either tours or other assistance.  
They are expected to send follow-up notes to their tour visitors and assist with a 
variety of duties in the office.  Ambassadors are expected to assist in any additional 
events the Office of Admissions sponsors. 

 
Advantages:  Ambassadors provide a unique perspective to students who are 
interested in PSC.  Ambassadors meet new people, polish interpersonal 
communication skills, and serve as an official host of the College.  In addition, 
Ambassadors participate in social activities and receive an ambassador polo shirt 
and jacket.

Requirements:  Ambassadors must be current, full-time students who have 
completed at least one semester at PSC.  They must meet and maintain a minimum 
of a 3.0 cumulative grade point average.  Applicants should be outgoing, friendly, 
moderately knowledgeable about the institution, and have a positive attitude.
