Start at the 
Peru Library! 
Click on the 

Icon!



Click on off Campus Access



Enter your e -mail username and email 
password. Click on authenticate after that.



Note the screen advises that you have 
been authenticated.  Great!  I would 

suggest you start by clicking on EBSCO, 
which is the best database we have to 

search for peer reviewed research.



Click on EBSCOhost 
Web.



Insure Academic Search 
premier is checked. You 
may want to check or 
uncheck  other items, 
depending on what you 
wish to research. Click on 
continueé



Enter your search term in 
the box- we have chosen 
legitimacy theory. Also 

note we checked full text, 
which means we will only 
get articles we can read, 

and peer reviewed, which 
will assist us in finding 

quality academic articles. 



The results come forth, and now 
you can review the articles 

provided. Note we only had 12 
articles returned here.  If you 

search terms are too narrow or too 
broad, you may have to change 

your terms to locate information.  
In this case, we will click on the 

first article to review it.



Clicking on The PDF Full Text allows you to read the article. To the right of that link  
are a printer icon link, an email link, a file save link, a citation link(which provides 
you with the correct citation format(APA, MLA, ASA, etc), a bibliographic export 

manager link, a folder save link, and a note link.  Experiment with each to see the 
capacity of this great program!



Let us go back to the main page and look at the 
open access journals. These are journals which 
charge no fee, and provide an alternate source 
of information for you when researching your 

topic. Click on Open Access Journals.



Click on Find articles to go to 
the search page



Let us search 
for an article on 

motivation. 
Type motivation 
in the box and 
click on Search 

articles.

Chadron),  you can speak with our 

librarians for an interlibrary loan of the 
materials.
